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OUTSIDE SHOW ACTIVITIES PROGRAM (OSAP)
1. IQHA recognizes that Quarabs may not yet have the  opportunity to earn national points and awards on a local level.
OSAP offers recognition of the achievements of these Quarabs in activities outside of IQHA shows.

2. Quarabs residing in areas where there are not IQHA approved shows may also participate in the OSAP. In no case may
this program be used instead of participating in IQHA approved shows, if said shows are available.

3. Outside competition points may be accumulated for any registered Quarab in any Halter, Western, English or Performance
Division. NO AMATEUR OR YOUTH points may be earned through this program. Overall ranking for  each class may be
accepted in the case where Amateurs and Youth are not allowed in Open classes. An off icial print out of all scores and/or class
ranking is required. No Showmanship, Equitation, Horsemanship or Walk Trot classes will be accepted. Only one quali fying
Halter class may be accepted per show excluding halter championship judging. In lieu of a computerized printout, the actual
OSAP Reporting Form should be signed by the Show Secretary of said show (near the Class/placing list).

4. IQHA ROM point scale  will be used at all times.  IQHA rules will prevail over any outside show, club, or association rules
in regard to eligibilit y or scoring. No points earned prior to the date of IQHA registration will be accepted.

5. Points earned through this program will be included in the Quarab's permanent show record and make it eligible for awards
in the IQHA Champion, Register of Merit, and Year End Awards programs.

6. Outside  competition shows may  include, but are not limited to, those approved by USDF, USCTA, AHSA, NCHA,  

NRCHA, NRHA, FEI, IAHA,  PtHA or UQR,  State and regional association events may be included. Local events may be
included as long as they are sponsored by an ongoing body that will be verifiable in the future should need arise (such as: 4-H,
FFA or Organized Adult Saddle clubs).

7. In cutting and roping contests where more than one go-round is held, points shall be awarded from each go-round, not from
the average or overall standings at the end of the contest.

8. An IQHA Outside Show Activities Program Reporting Form must be completed in entirety and submitted to IQHA, along
with premium list from the show and applicable per judge show results reporting fee. Only one judge per form.

9. IQHA reserves the right to accept or reject outside competition points submitted, and to investigate the conditions under
which such points may have been earned.

10. For those Quarabs that have shown in (other) Breed Association shows, you may send in a copy of your year-end report sheet with a fee
of $10.00 in lieu of separate fili ngs per show.
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
